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1.0 INTRODUCTION  
 

1.1 The Policy Thrust For 2007  
The Ghana Health Service (GHS) has been established under Act 525 as an agency of the 

Ministry of Health to ensure access to health services at the community, subdistrict, district 

and regional levels. The policies of the Service are therefore drawn from the National Health 

Policy and the third 5YrPOW (2007-2011) and the third 5yr POW.  The new Health Policy 

focuses on the promotion of healthy lifestyles such as good nutrition, regular exercises, 

recreation and personal hygiene.       This e ñnew paradigmò places healthy lifestyles within the 

context of the physical and social environments where people live, school and work 

emphasising potable water, sanitation, and safe food, housing and roads, as a means to promote 

good health and prevent diseases and injury.  

 

Other key factors and initiatives that influenced GHS Policy thrust  include the Ghana Poverty 

Reduction Strategy (GPRS II), the Millennium Development Goals, Global Health 

Partnerships, the African Union (AU) health strategy and the NEPAD health strategy. 

 

Significant progress has been made in areas such as the control of vaccine preventable diseases 

while indicators relating to TB control, malaria, HIV/AIDS and nutrition have shown positive 

trends. However the burden of communicable including neglected diseases and non-

communicable diseases continue to increase due to unhealthy lifestyle choices. High maternal 

mortality, still birth rates and infant mortality continue to persist. The rollout of CHPS which is 

a proven effective strategy to take services to the doorstep of the communities has been 

extremely slow.  

 

The GHS continues to face many challenges including inadequate coverage of priority 

interventions, inadequate financing and delays in the disbursement of funds. Despite increasing 

investment in human resource, poor staff attitude and low productivity continue to persist with 

resulting poor utilisation of services in health facilities. Overall, there is insufficient 

monitoring and supervision across all levels of the GHS, contributing to a general lack of 

commitment and little accountability for performance.  

 

The policy thrust for the next five years (2007-2011) is to ñStrengthen Systems for effective 

and efficient delivery of services to households and communities with a focus to improve 

maternal and child health outcomesò. This will revolve around scaling up high impact rapid 

delivery public health interventions and improving the quality of clinical care services. The 

broad  activities are geared towards achievement of the four strategic objectives of the health 

sector. The key results areas under the strategic objectives are as follows:
